Definitions for Protocol Class:

Agricultural:  studies conducted on farm animals where the animals are used or intended for use for improving animal nutrition, breeding, management, or production efficiency, or for improving the quality of food or fiber.

Biomedical: simply stated, any study that cannot be classified as a field study or an agricultural study falls into the biomedical classification.  This classification includes all biology and/or medicine disciplines (i.e., biology, zoology, nutrition, medicine, physiology, pharmacology, pathology, psychology, genetics, etc.), hence the term Bio-Medical.  

Field Study:  any study conducted on free-living wild animals in their natural habitat that involves procedures that may harm or materially alter the behavior of the animals under study (i.e., trapping/capture, physical/chemical restraint, and/or invasive procedures).  IACUC Policy 5 exempts those field studies that do not harm or materially alter the behavior of the animals under study (i.e., observational in nature and do not involve trapping/capture, physical/chemical restraint, and/or invasive procedures) from having to submit an animal use protocol or obtain IACUC approval.
